Dear Friends:

We are pleased to give you this update on the progress of our renovations and new construction at
Trinity Episcopal School. Our work is nearing completion. The most significant improvements include:

An East-End historical architectural look and paint scheme for Randall Hall and the cottages
Quiet and energy efficient air-conditioning throughout the middle school

New roofs for all middle school buildings

A new outdoor basketball/volleyball sports court

Reconfigured and expanded classroom space

New carpeting and doors throughout the middle school

Air-conditioned locker rooms, including a new 8" Grade locker room with full-size lockers
A new faculty restroom in Randall Hall

A new concrete walkway connecting the Middle School with the Lower School

Picnic tables and an additional play pad for basketball and 4-Square.
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Other improvements currently underway will be completed by the beginning of the school year:

V' Finish the installation of a new classroom building on the 22™ Street side of the middle school

v Reconfigure the middle school “drop off” to t
enter the alley and limit congestion on 23™ Street

v" Enclose the campus with attractive, secure fencing

We are on track to complete the project on time, and within the overall $500,000 budget. To date,
the total amount of gifts and pledges is approximately $418,000. Thus, if we all pay what we have
pledged the school will still have a debt of about $82,000 plus interest.

We ask every Trinity supporter to consider contributing an additional $100 (or more) to help us
retire this debt. If you have an outstanding commitment, please do be diligent about paying your
pledge, now that the school has gone forward with addressing these urgent and compelling needs.
